Instructions for using the Fire Prevention Contact Sheet:

The concept of this sheet is to have something to leave behind with a forest visitor or hand to an office visitor.  It will be on a bright sheet of paper that would be quite conspicuous in a windshield or a dashboard.  It has a very brief prevention and mitigation message that is needed at this time of year.  This is the first try at using something like this on the Forest and we can continue to adapt and improve the product.

Welcome to Your National Forest

Thank you for visiting our Ranger District.  We ask that you please dispose of all your trash properly.  Make sure to follow all motor vehicle and fire restrictions.  If you have a campfire, have a shovel and at the minimum and a gallon of water at the campfire site.  Make sure your campfire is completely out when you leave and never leave your fire unattended.  We appreciate your compliance.  Thank you.
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Always comply with fire restrictions and closures.

Even when Fire Restrictions are not in effect, please follow these suggestions:

· Build your campfire in a safe place, away from over hanging branches.

· Clear away flammable surface materials at least 10 feet.

· Don’t leave your campfire unattended and put it dead out before you leave.

· Be careful with matches and smoking material.

· Hold every match till cold and crush all smoking material.

· Never allow children to play with matches or be unattended with campfires.

· No fire works of any kind are permitted on public lands.  

To report a WILDFIRE call 911 

To protect your home from a WILDFIRE, here are some thoughts:

· Maintain a "defensible" space around your home by clearing all flammable vegetation a minimum of 30 feet around the structures. Clear dead leaves and branches to leave widely spaced ornamental shrubbery and trees. 

· Clean all needles and leaves from the roof, eaves and rain gutters. 

· Trim tree limbs within 10 feet of your chimney and trim all dead limbs hanging over your house or garage. 

· Cover your chimney outlet or flue with a spark arresting ½" mesh screen. 

· Make sure your address is clearly visible for easy identification in an emergency. 

· Stack woodpiles at least 30 feet from buildings, fences and other combustible materials. 

· Clear all vegetation and other flammable materials from beneath your deck. Enclose undersides of elevated decks with fire resistive materials.
