What Areas are Restricted


All public lands within the Pike and San Isabel National Forest and all Bureau of Land Management (BLM) lands.





Fire Facts:


60% of the fires on the Pike San Isabel National Forest are human-caused.





What can you do to help?


Adhere to all fire restrictions (listed on the back of this card.





Carry a shovel and bucket in your vehicle.





Stay away from wildfire areas.





Clear overhanging trees and dense vegetation from around your home.





Help us spread the word about fire prevention.





Park your vehicle in an area clear of vegetation.   Hot exhaust parts can cause fires.  





Spark Arrester Safety:





All equipment with internal combustion engines, except highway passenger vehicles, require spark arresters when operated on Forest Service and BLM lands.
