    Key Messages 


Communication Objectives:  Raise public awareness of fire prevention and encourage fire preparedness.  

· The natural settings people live and play in have inherent risks; wildfire is one of those risks, but you can improve the chances of your home surviving.  

· People can increase their chances of their home surviving wildfire by creating survivable space around their homes, farm and ranch land, and communities.

· Defensible space includes modifying the vegetation surrounding your homes and adjacent areas. Other fire-prevention methods include:

· using fire-resistant construction materials,

· ensuring addresses are well marked, 

· providing adequate  water sources, 

· completing community emergency response plans.

· Careless smokers cause one out of every ten wildfires.  If smoking is permitted outdoors, please be safe. Use good judgment when extinguishing your smoke. 
· Motor vehicles can start fires.  If off-road vehicle use is allowed, keep in mind the following tips: use spark arrestors, don’t park or drive on dry grass, and stay on designated trails. You should check your vehicle to ensure dry vegetation has not been caught in areas of high heat.
