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Debris fires account for nearly one fourth of more than 100,000 fires that blacken the USA each year.
The Cimarron & Comanche National Grasslands ask … before you light a debris fire, consider these helpful tips: 
· Check with your local fire agencies, for any restrictions.

· Local fire officials can recommend a safe way for burning debris.  Remember, the fire should be placed in a cleared area, away from overhead branches and wires.

· Consider possible alternatives to burning, during hot, dry, windy days.
